A lifelong educator, Groves was a Reading Recovery and elementary 
teacher in Guilford County Schools. She was a Guilford County Schools 
demonstration teacher, early childhood education trainer, and mentor 
for beginning teachers. Groves served on the leadership teams at Sedalia   
Elementary and Pilot Elementary schools. Before retirement, she was an 
adjunct instructor in the School of Education at UNC Greensboro and    
supervised elementary education interns for the university. She received 
the School of Education's Distinguished Career Award and is currently a 
volunteer in an early career teacher's classroom. 

Groves shared her expertise and knowledge with presentations at the International Reading Association 
Conference, the NC Association for Childhood Education Conference, and the Association for Childhood   
Education International Conference. She also served as president of the Greater Guilford County Association 
for Childhood Education.  

Sheila Groves' Delta Kappa Gamma leadership started at the chapter level serving as second and first vice 
president and president of Beta Delta Chapter in Greensboro. She was also a member and chair of numerous 
chapter committees.  

At the state level, Groves started her leadership as regional director for Region VII. She then assumed the 
duties of Eta State (now NC DKG) second vice president, first vice president, and president. In addition to 
serving on multiple state committees, Groves coordinated the 2009 state convention, the 2012 state        
InfoFair, and the 2012, 2013, and 2014 convention workshops. She was also the training coordinator for  
Regional Directors in 2012 and designed several brochures for NC DKG.   

Groves' international leadership duties include serving on the DKG Constitution Committee, the DKG Leadership 
Development Committee, and the Steering Committee chair of the 2019 DKG Conference in Asheville. She 
attended 16 consecutive state conventions, participated in five NC DKG leadership seminars, and presented 
at both the conventions and seminars. Groves has also attended eight DKG International Conventions and 
ten DKG Conferences.  

One of Groves' most notable contributions to NC DKG was her influence in helping to create the NC DKG  
Educational Foundation. She served as the chair of the 2009-2011 Ad Hoc Committee for Planned Giving. 
This leadership role led to beginning the inquiry into creating an Eta State educational foundation. Following 
several years of research, seeking legal advice, and drafting documents, the state approved the Articles of 
Incorporation in 2014, and 501(c)(3) status was awarded in 2015. Groves has continued to work to help 
grow the Foundation, and she currently serves as chair of the NCDKGEF Board of Directors. The Foundation 
celebrated awarding 40 grants for 2022-2023. As the leader of the Board, Sheila is instrumental in ensuring 
the effective management of the Foundation's business, property, and programs. 

Dr. Lyn Schmid, DKG Past International President, 2014-2016, wrote, "An essential part of leadership is the 
ability to lead others to a place they would not naturally be inclined to be. A leader is, at the most basic lev-
el, an individual with followers. Sheila is a DKG member who has the ability to lead others to work on behalf 
of the strategic needs of those she serves." 

Sheila Vannoy Groves is known as a leader, an educator, a colleague, a mentor, a friend, and someone who 
makes a difference.

President Beth Winstead convened 
the 2023 NC DKG Convention in 
Greenville. The 89th NC DKG       
Convention “Linking the Past,     
Present and Future – Key Women 
Educators Moving Forward” was 
held at the Hilton Greenville on 
April 28-30, 2023. The convention 
included a preconference workshop 
and bus tour of the ECU campus, 
awards, meetings, breakout sessions, 
and a banquet and brunch. Dr. 

Phyllis Broughton,  convention chair, led Region I to 
work diligently to make this convention a success. 

President Beth Winstead called the spring Executive 
Board Meeting to order on Friday afternoon. The NC 
DKG Executive Board took the following action:  

• Heard reports from select officers and committee 
chairs. All officer and committee reports were 
printed in the convention program book. 

• Accepted the 2022 NC DKG Financial Review and 
the NC DKG Investment Plan as presented elec-
tronically to the Executive Board, and approved the 
2023-2024 and the 2024-2025 budgets printed in the 
convention program book. 

• Approved the 2023-2024 Headquarters budget. 

• Approved a recommendation from the Personnel

costs that are being considered. 

• Approved motions that Alpha Rho (Region IX) and 
Epsilon (Region VIII) be dissolved and the names 
be retired.

Three amendments to Standing Rule Appendix IV.  Scholarship Administration E. 4 and E.9 before voting. 

The Rules Committee is working to incorporate the adopted amendments into the NC DKG Bylaws and Standing 
Rules. Updated versions of our state governing documents will be posted on the NC DKG website by June 30, 2023.

With the 
support of Delta Kappa Gamma, and the professional 
opportunity I was provided, the quality of our        
instruction and interventions have improved, and we 
are seeing results with our students. We are working 
to ensure that students become proficient readers, 
which is the right of every student.
